The Muffie Becks McDOC Fund is available for people in the community who request help for emergency or unexpected veterinary care of their dog or cat. Funds are also available for the medical care of stray dogs or cats, found injured or ill by a “Good Samaritan”.

An amount of up to $350.00 will be paid toward the medical bills of each applicant. Plus, you may qualify for additional assistance if you are willing to volunteer a minimum of 4 hours of your time to a PAWS Cause. This could entail walking dogs at the animal shelter or picking up poop on one of our paths or trailways.
An advisory board of veterinarians and members of PAWS will review the Muffie Becks McDOC Applications. 
 
The following information is required in the McDOC Application Form:
 
* The name of the person, contact information and place of work
* The animal’s species and name
* The medical situation 
* The estimated cost of the veterinary care

* The applicant must be a resident of Teton County for a least one year

* The animal must be spayed or neutered

* The animal must have current vaccinations and be licensed in Teton County

* The applicant may only apply to this program once

The payment from the Muffie Becks McDOC Fund will be made directly to the veterinarian who performs the procedure.  

PAWS is fortunate to provide Teton County residents with the Muffie Beck McDoc Fund. In keeping with the spirit of this program, PAWS asks that applicants only in need apply. The benefactor also appreciates a written thank-you and a photo of the pet sent to PAWS.
